LifeWays™ Early Childhood and Human Development Training is for anyone who works or shares life
with young children: childcare providers in homes and centers, home-based preschool teachers, parents,
nannies and grandparents. The training involves four on-site seminars plus reading, observation and
writing between sessions. There are also monthly telephone conversations with a mentor, who is
available to visit you for two days during the course of your training.

Housing: On campus - cots and sleeping bag space at $10/night. Nearby campgrounds: Camden Hills
